
 

 

 

RE: Certificated Staff Override Feature and Educational Video Library 

As a PVUSD certificated staff member, you have access to override some sites that are not available for student use. This 

override feature makes it possible for you to view web sites, download educational content to present on a projector 

and otherwise access sites that are not available to students. However, with this capability comes some additional 

responsibility. 

 The override should be used ONLY by yourself and with your official login credentials 

 The override should not be used to open up web sites or other Internet content for students to have access, 

even with supervision 

 Overriding a web page overrides the entire category for which that page resides in for the duration selected (in 

the case of youtube.com, it is the Adult category) which will include other web sites than the specific one you 

intended to override 

 Not all web sites can be overridden and some are blocked for everyone on the district network 

 Never share your password with ANYONE 

 Change your password frequently to enhance security (An easy way to change your password is via Outlook Web 

Access) 

When accessing a blocked web site such as youtube.com, you will be presented with an Access Denied screen. Click on 

the “Override Content Filter” option and then use your network (email) login information to override the filter for 5-60 

minutes for this category. If a student account is logged into the computer then the Override and Submit For Review 

options may not appear. 

 

Submit For Review 

LightSpeed is our Content Filter and we subscribe to their service to keep our content filtering up to date. The service 

uses people and technology to scan the Internet for new sites and to classify these sites into the various filtered groups. 

Because there are tens of thousands of new web pages added each day, occasionally some sites get mis-categorized into 
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the wrong filter group. If you come across a site that you believe should be opened up for all students to view, you can 

select the “Submit it for Review” link on the blocked page. Submitted sites are reviewed every couple of days. If you 

discover a web site that needs to be blocked, please enter a help ticket and select “LightSpeed Web Content Filter” as 

the Request Type. 

    

Educational Video Library 

With your override capabilities you can download videos and other files and share them with students via a projector or 

server share. However, if you would prefer to have students navigate a web browser to view a particular educational 

video, you can add videos directly to the PVUSD Educational Video web site for viewing without the need to override the 

content filter.  

To add a video to the PVUSD Educational Video Library, copy the URL (web address) of the video you want to add. Click 

on the “Web Services” link off of the District web site and then click on the “Educational Video Library” link at the 

bottom of the list. Once you login (top of the page) with your network (email) credentials, you will have the option to 

“Submit a video” to the library. Submitted videos are usually posted within 2-3 days.
