Re: Juneteenth, State Guidance on Reopening of Schools, Community Resources through Summer

Dear Families of Santa Cruz County,

Today as we celebrate Juneteenth, a holiday commemorating the end of slavery in the United States, we
have an opportunity to further engage in this critical work of educating ourselves about the ways in
which racism and oppression persist, learn about Black history, and reflect on how we can collectively
transform our schools and communities into places of respect, safety, compassion, and equitable
opportunity.

Santa Cruz County School districts and charter schools continue to prepare for the reopening of schools
under the restrictions established by our state and local authorities. It is important to note that based on
the guidance from the Center for Disease Control, the California Department of Public Health, and the
California Department of Education, schools will need to implement protocols that significantly reduce
the number of students who can be on our school sites at any one time. This means that until state
authorities reduce health restrictions, students will be attending class only part of the time and
participating in distance learning for the remainder of the time. Districts and Charter Schools will be
sharing school schedules with parents and students as soon as they are available.

The battle over the proposed budget for California education funding draws on in Sacramento. As it
stands, the State Assembly and Senate are currently at odds with Governor Newsom on the proposed
budget and have yet to reach an agreement. Local and state education leaders and educational
associations continue to share concerns about the impact the COVID-19 crisis will have on state and
federal funding for schools. We need to stand with our students and advocate for the protection of this
funding now more than ever.

Many families continue to experience serious hardship impacting their ability to meet the needs of their
students. We are fortunate to be part of a community that has quickly mobilized to create services that
help meet both the basic needs and emotional health of families.

Re: Juneteenth, Orientacidn sobre reapertura de escuelas, recursos comunitarios durante el verano

Estimadas familias del condado de Santa Cruz,

Hoy, cuando celebramos Juneteenth, un dia festivo que conmemora el fin de la esclavitud en los Estados
Unidos, tenemos la oportunidad de participar ain mds en este trabajo critico de educarnos sobre las
formas en que persiste el racismo y la opresidn, aprender sobre la historia de los negros y reflexionar
sobre cémo podemos transformar colectivamente nuestras escuelas y comunidades en lugares de
respeto, seguridad, compasién y oportunidades equitativas.

Los distritos escolares y las escuelas charter del condado de Santa Cruz continlan preparandose para la
reapertura de las escuelas bajo las restricciones establecidas por nuestras autoridades estatales y
locales. Es importante tener en cuenta que, segun la orientacién del Centro para el Control de
Enfermedades, el Departamento de Salud Publica de California y el Departamento de Educacion de
California, las escuelas deberan implementar protocolos que reduzcan significativamente la cantidad de
estudiantes que pueden estar en nuestra escuela sitios en cualquier momento. Esto significa que hasta
qgue las autoridades estatales reduzcan las restricciones de salud, los estudiantes asistiran a clases solo
una parte del tiempo y participaran en el aprendizaje a distancia por el resto del tiempo. Los distritos y
las escuelas charter compartiran los horarios escolares con los padres y los estudiantes tan pronto como
estén disponibles.

La batalla sobre el presupuesto propuesto para la financiacidn de la educacion de California se prolonga
en Sacramento. Tal como estdn las cosas, la Asamblea Estatal y el Senado estan actualmente en
desacuerdo con el gobernador Newsom sobre el presupuesto propuesto y aun no han llegado a un
acuerdo. Los lideres educativos locales y estatales y las asociaciones educativas contindan compartiendo
preocupaciones sobre el impacto que tendra la crisis COVID-19 en los fondos estatales y federales para
las escuelas. Necesitamos apoyar a nuestros estudiantes y abogar por la proteccién de estos fondos
ahora mds que nunca.
